IMPORTANT SPONSORSHIP INFO! 

Q: Define the purpose or mission of PFT?  

A:  To honor God by bringing spiritual, physical and social transformation to the people of Nyango.  A major em-

phasis is on impacting children that will in turn  be used of God to lead according to His will in future generations.  

  

Q: What are  we currently doing well that is leading to spiritual transformation?  What needs to be done in the future?  

A: Right now God is greatly using the Awana program we adopted to bring spiritual transformation to the lives of young people. I n the 

future we need to put a greater emphasis on training local church leaders to fully equip what has been installed in the heart  of the chil-

dren and the community.  I also think it would be helpful to organize groups from other Masai communities  to visit one another f or spiri-

tual encouragement and motivation.  

 

Q: Assuming we have a budget of around $20,000 US in 2009, how are we going to use those funds?   

A: In addition to the current work of educating the children and providing for some of their basic needs, I would see it very be neficial to 

begin working towards a church plant in Nyango.  The need for spiritual growth in the community is very great. This would be accom-

plished by using people from the community that feel called to the ministry ðthen taking steps to disciple them and ideally sending them 

to Bible School.  Secondly, weôd like to eventually offer vocational training courses that will assist young people in addition to being an 

asset to the larger community.   

  

Q:  How open  and collaborative is our communication with the village elders and the community at large?  How in-

volved are they in the decision making process?  How can we improve in this area?  

A:  The collaboration and communication has greatly improved. At first there were some struggles because they were demanding more 

than we were able to offer and werenôt always thankful for what was done.  But now there is much better understanding and the ex-

pectations are clearer.  Our aim is to dialogue with community leaders and then depending on the direction that God gives us to act, we 

all do it in agreement and one accord.  

 

Q: Who are the current members of the PFT Leadership team in Kenya?  

A:  Patrick Gitonga, Austin Githaiga, Eric Oganja, Brendah Lanoi , and Ken and Wachuka Njogah (although they recently became lead 

pastors of a church outside of Nairobi).
